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FACTS OF JAPANESE AGGRESSION
IN NOOTH CHINA

(I) MNMORTHIRN ZHAHAR INCIDEINT

In June 1935, two Jopanese army officers ~nd two Japan-
ese soldicrs cone from Doran by motor car and passed threough
Chang Pel District en routa to Kalgan. 'then they arrived
at the north gote of the Chong Fei District, they did not
subnit therselves to the inspretion of the guards, nor did
they possess cniry vairmits. (egulation reovires that
Japanese entering th< Frovince of Chrohar should secure in
advance througli thzs Tfepnaesa Zonsul ot ’slgni entry permits
from the Chahar Provincizl Covernucnt.,) Under these cir-
cunstances, the corurnding offlcer of the guards at the
north gate of the Cheng rci Distriet took these four men
to the Headquart:irs of Genernl ZHAD Tanz-yu, Comnancder of
the 132nd Division, inside the ci:y of Chang Pei. Commander
CHAO asked by telephonc for instructions r'rom General SUNG
Che=yunn, Zomnander of the 29th Army, at Kelgan, who per-
mitted these Japanese to proceed e Kalgan through Chang
fel. stressing, novzver, thay this shovié nes de taken as
a precedent and that hereafter those desiring to enter the
Province must have entry permiis with them as prescribed
by regulations. These four Japanese went on to Kalgan, end
further proceeded to Feiping.

Aftecr the departure of the sald Japanese, HASHIMOTO,
the Japeanese Consul 2t Kelgnn, suddenly protested, rlleging
thet 'hile the gunrds dernnded to search these Japoanese
officers and ren at thc north gate of the Chang Peil District,
they aiied their rifles at them, and that they were detained
for four or five hours ~fter crriving at the Headouvarters
of the Divisicn, and that such constituted insults to the
Japenese ~ruy ren., He dewanded the punishment of responsible
officers and apology frorm the Chinese authorities. He also
denanded assurance sgainst recurrence of similar noture.
General SUNG ordered me to ncgoti~te in the capacity of the
Deputy Coonander of the 29th Army. After scveral talks,
HASHI 0TO suddenly snnounced that the situation of the
incident becrue grave and it as Leyond the pewer of the
Consul to sc¢ttle it. The matter vos referred to the Head-
quarters of the Jonpanese Garrison Forces in Tientsin, I'njor
Genersl DOHIHARA vas the represzntative of the Garrison
Forees, Thzreuvon, I wwent to Peiping and DOHIHARA also
arrived at Feiping, vherc we procceded vith our negoti~tions,
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results of the negotiaticns were roughly as follows:

The Regiment Commander who was in charge of the
garrison at the said gate should be dismissed anl
runishecd,

The Judge Advocate of the Heedquarters of the 132nd
Division who detained these Japancese officers should
be disrissed end punished,

The units of the 29th ~rry should be withdrawn from
Pauch"ug, L ngrac, Shargtn, Xuyvan and Huateh

i), trese brln" Dictrices north ¢f Chang
rci. MG :~11+cﬂlﬂcn of pnﬂc, and ﬁrﬂar there should
bc entruzteld to The Pance cservaition Corps.

(d) Chinecse should henceforth refroin fron migrating to
and sectling in the northern part of the Chaher
Provincc.,

(e) Letivities of thc Muiomirtang Party should be rith-
drava ircm the Chehar Prevince.

(f) Anti-Japonese iastitutions ~nd anti-J-pancse acts
in the Chahar Frovince should be banned.

The vroc:zecings and the results of the said negotiations
were telesr ap“icnlly rcportcd o the Central Covernment by
General SUNG and nyself asiiing f'or the Government's nocessary
approval, The Chin:se Geverrment, in sceking for peace, did
not rufrain from making coinpromises onc nfter another, yet
the progress of the nggrecs.ons vy Tapanese militarists nover
coased, During the said nego-intlons, “lluuu:h TA&AHA%HI,
Wataru, '{ilitary Atvtache of the Japancse ! m:«ssy in China,
nlso participated, itv was DOEIHARA, Venii, “ho ~ectunlly con-
troll.d the whole thinug.

(II)INDUSTIENT AND TERPAT BOTH PRIOR TO
AND AFTTR THE S3TLBGISEZENT OF THE
HCOP? '—ZYAAnH FOLITICLL COU'ICIL

Vhern Generel SYIG Che-yunn was appoiatced the G rrison
Comrander of the Feciring -nd Tiyitci1 irea in Septenber 1935,
the Jnpanase sent DOHIHIRA to DPefpiag weny times to instigmte
ettonmpting to form a Nerth “h“n" ANCHACHCUS Government, to
estrange the lceenrl gevernnernt ivrom the centrel goverament,

The induccnrnent toetics vere:

(a) To install General SUNG Che=Yuan ns the leadcr of
the Nortch China Autonomous Govermient,
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(b) Japanese vould extend every possible 2id conccerning
military 2nd economic affairs in North Zhina.

This was repectedly expreosed by DOHTHMARA to i'r.
SHIAO Cheng-Ying, ex- nyer» of Ticentsin, but vas refused cn
all oceasions by the Chinuse side. Later, MATSUMURO, ¥oXyo
the Chief of the Japnnese Specinl Servico Board in Peiping,
end TAKAHASHI, "atnru, the ldilitary Attache cf the Jnpancse
Tribnssy continuec tn maoke such gewnrnds from time to tine.
They failcd altogether. The Cantral Covernnent appointed
Generel SULG Ch:i-;van as the Chalrman of the Hopel-Chahar
Folitical Couazil, to ve in charge of pilitary and political
affairs in Herzi onid Th~har Presinccs and in Peiping and
Tiontsin., Gener. 1l ZILIG s wmensvres in palitary and political
affairs all coaorncd %o the visnhes of the Central Government,
such as the clescicn for ths pzopie's Congrass, and the
concentrated nmilitnary raining of college students, all to
the disfavor of the J~p~nesc. The Japrnoese thon realized
that their inducunent tactics had feiled,

S0 the J-p~nese changed th.iy inducement toecties into
threatening ncetions, vihich rere 28 follows:

(a) Politienl

1, According to the Japanes? demand, Gen: ral SUNG
sho'1ld anaounce by circulr~r telcgroms the estab-
lishment of 2 North China Autcnomous Government.

2., The Central Government's personacl in chorge of
publicity still remaining in North China should
be withdrnwn,

3. Public opinion in Peipinz 2nd Tientsin should
be controllcd nnd oppesition to nutonory should
not be rernmitted,

(The above three dencnds verc cdircetly prescnted by

DOHIHARA and TAFAHASEI, J/ataru, to . r. SHIAO Cheng-

ying)

l, A r~ilvey should be constructed between Tientsin
rnd Shih~chin=chuan,

2. The cucston t-ri’fs =t the Tientsin Meritine
Custor:e should be so reviscd as to increase the
torifr of iurcpenn ~nd Awmerican conmmoditics, and
to deerense that of Taponese courodities,

(The rbove two itens were demanced by DOHIHARA ond

TATSUI, the Chief of tho Japanisec Special Service

Bo~ird in Peiping, through ilr. Chin Cho-sung, the

Director cof the Peining and Linoning N~ilwvay, to

Gen«rn} SUNG and myscelf. These demnands were refused

by us.
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(¢) Hilitary
In September 1936, the Fengtai Incident occurred.
A conpany of Japhnese soldiers carrizd out ! nncuvers
in Fengtnl., They passed throuzh the garrison linc
of the Chinuse army. Clash c¢nsucd when our patrols
attenptcd to hnalt them. Althcugh it was immcdincely
setticd, the J~ponese use this ns n pretext for
reinforcement of their troops which occupicd
Fengtni. 1%t was a battnlion, under thce commend of
Major ICHINCGI, Yiyonro.

Besides, thcre vas ~nother instance. MATSUI, Iwone, in
the Autunn of 1l4%35, e~ne to Peiping. He vas a Genersl in
rotirepent at that tine, ond adveented Grenter Asinism. He
hoped to estnblish » br~ach of the¢ Gre~ter Asin Associntion
in Peiping. Throush the introcuction of ''r. CHEN Che-sung,
Dircetor of the Peivnanz ~ad Liaconing Reailvay, he met General
SUNG ~nd nyself, Both of us cxpressed our disfavor. MNATSUI,
in his convers~tion rith m., n~dvoentcd thnt Asin should be
the Asia of the Aslintles, and thrt Duropenn ~nd American
influences should be expelled., I siil.d end replicd, saying
that I wos afraid thot vh-t he reant by Asia of the Asiatics
was nctunlly the 4sic of the Jnponcsc. Unless there were
real equality oncé reciprocity, nothing could be discussed.
