Now, by the auguet virtue of His Majesty the Buperor, the Imperial
Army an¢ Y-v7 have already captured Ewantungz, Rankow and Uchang, and lave
overceme the immortant districts of China, The National Government ia now
merely a local regime, But, so far =s the same Government adheres to the
pro-communiem and anti-Japanese policy, we will never lay aside our arms
until they are completely annihilated, It is the eptablichment of a new
order that will enable us to maintain permanent peace of Tast Asia, that
the Tmoire seeks, Thie is really the ultimate object of the present expe-
dition. To r-alize this new order it is extremell essential to bring Japan,
Manchouluo and China into fraternal 1inked relation in the fields of politice,
economica, culture and so forth, and moreover, to establish international
juatice, cerry out the common defence ngainet communiem, create a new civi-
lization and realize economic unification, This must really be the vay to
stanilize the Ecst Asia and contribute to the progrees of the world.

What the Bupire demande China ie %o take her own share in the task
of establishinz a new order in the East Asia., The “mpire expects the Chinese
people would understancd perfectly our real intention and respond to our coopel
tion. Of course, even the Naticnal Government, only if it gives up 1ite guidiy
policy which it has been toking, realizes ite rebirth by making shifts in
persomel and participates in construction work for the new order, our Fmpire
will naver reject its cooperation., There ig no doudbt that all the powers of
tre world would also perfectly understand our real intention and adapt them-
sclves to the new situation in the Zast Asia, %Ye here express our hearty
gratitude for the warm friendghin shown by our brotherly Fowers, ¥e belleve
thet the establishment of a new orcer in the Fast ieia ie based upon the
spirit of the founcution of our Jmpire, and its comrletion ia an homnorelle
mission cherged upon the preseny capanese peoples.

In view of the present sifuation in China, we demand China to
aporove the stavioning of Jeprnese Ainy forces for preventing communism
at defined »laces during the “.erm of vellditr cof the said agreement, and
to make the Inner Mongnlian district a special anti-communism zone,

As to the -conomic relations between Japan and China, Japan has
no ambition fer euonomic mononolization, and will not renquest China to
restrict the interests of the third nations of good will, which woulcd act
under the comnlete understanding of the now Zeet Asia. We only hope to
roclize cooszeration and collaboration between the two countries at all costrs,

Based upon the principle of eouvality betweon the two countries, Japan
demands China to Frant the Japanese sub jecte fraedon of raesidence and husi-
ness in Chins ro 8 to »romote the economic profits of the two countrics,
and, in view of tlre lListoricnl and mconomic relations betwecn the two countries
to bsstow Japan conveniences positive! in North China and Inner Mongolia so
ag to exrloit end utilize their reeou-ces,
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What Japan ‘emands China were outlined above, If Chira perfectly
understood our real irtention for the mobilization of such tremendous forces,
it would be clear to her what Japan demande China is neither a t
comoensation of war expenditure, WYe only cdemand the minimum eecurity that
is necessary for China to nerform her rosvonsibility as a participator in the
esteblishment of a new ordar, Japan will, of course, respect the scvereignty
of Ciina and is willing to abolish the extra-territoriality and pay positive

consideration tc the retrocssa‘on of concessions, whicl are necessary for the
enmoletion of irdecendence of “hina,
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
