() On 11th of Merch, 1945, HAKODAIE Gendarmorie Detcchment received
the following lettcr.
"hich do the militery cuthoritios take more ccre of --- prisoners
of war? or the people? Jepen can not win the wer so long as she
neglects her people and cherishes the prisoncrs of war, can she?
We are engeged in lebor more than 12 hours o dey, with the retion-
ed rice not more than 3 'zo'. If such state of things lests any
longer, we should be very anxious about the future of Japcn®. °

(b) It occurred once that a number of Jopenese who happened to caste
furtive glancce at the supplerentory food to be supplied to pri-
soners at each place of working in Umeda Branch, Oseka, of the
Japan Trensportation Compony, essculted o equad-hcoad, one of the
Japenese lcaders on the spot, seying, "Despite the fact that we,
Japanese pcople, are rationed daily lees than the additional food

elloted to the prisoners for & time, the prisonors are provided
with such plentiful addition besides their doily mesls.
