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(At 0930 hours the Court reassembles pursuant
to adjourmment, the same President, liembers
and Judge Advocate being present).

(The accused are again Lrought before the Court).

THE PRESIDENT: Colonel Backhouse, I think you were going to put in some
document.

COLONEL BACKHOUSE: I have both the commentary of the film vhich was read, the
comacntary in English, and I also have the German translation heres I
think they werc going to be put in as onc Exhibit.

THE PRESIDENT: Ycs.
COLONEL BACKHOUSE: Copies have been supplicd to the Def'ence.
(English and Gemman versions of commentary on film are

together marked Exhibit "125", signed by the President
and attached to the proccedings).

THE ACCUSED, IRMA GRESE, is rccalled on her
former onth and cross~cxamined by COLONEL
BACKHOUSE as follows:

You told us yesterday about how you went to your clementary school and
then you went farming, and then you went to this hospital at Hohenluchen ?
A Not quites

Well, did you go to the hospital at Hohenluchen ? A Yess
And you wanted to atay there and be a nurse there, did you not ?
A I wantcd to go to Schwerin becausc there in lohenluchen I could not

have become a nurse, so therefore I wanted to go to Schwerine

Hohenluchen vas run by the S.8., vas it not ? A When I wee therc it wes
a sports sanitoriume DLater on it became 5.8,

When did you go there ? A 1939 to 1941,

Aftcr you left there you went to work in this butter shop and then you woent
to Ravensbruck ? A Yes,

What were you paid at the butter shop 7 A 40 to 60 marks per month.
What did you get at Ravensbruck 7 A 54 marks per aonti.
Why did you get so much less than the others ? A Because - wms only 18,

Tell me a littlc ~bout Ravensbrucie Is it right to say thas the treatmont
there wvms very scverc ? A Yes.

In fact is Ehlert right when sho says it was torribly terribly severe ?
A Yes,

Arc those two witncsscs for the dufence who were called right when they say
that all the aufscherin there, with the exception of the gensle Ehlert,
were regularly beating prisoners 7 A I do not knov.

There vas a lot of Leating there, wms therc not ? A T had a kommando
of 20 prisoncrs and I went out to work with them, and I nevsr boutl anybody.

That was not what I asked you at nlle There was a lot of deating of
prisoners theres, was thors not ? A I did not sce it.
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An S,S. woman who did not bechave badly to the prisoners was punished ox
moved, was she not ? A I do not knows

And it was the cnd of your training at Ravensbruck, your period at Ravensbruck,
that you went home and saw your fithor, was it not ? A Yes,
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and you told your father what you had been doing at Ravensbruck, did you
not ? A Yes.

And did you quarrcl with him ? Yes.
Did he turn you out of the house ?

When you camc %o Auschiwitz you told us that your first job was a telephone
orderly ? A Yose

But cven when you were a telephone orderly you had to take your turn, did you
not, on looking after the prisoncrs in the morning before they went out and
in the cvening wvhen thecy came back ? A Ycse

And cven then you had to attend appels, did you not ? A Yo,

~ Was therc not an appel before the working partges went out ?
A At the beginning, ycs, later, no.

Now I want to ask you about when you were in charge of a strafekouiandos
A Yes.

The first thing I want to put to you is this, that you werc in charge of a
strafckomnando out of the comp for o great deal longer than you have told
us in Court ? A No.

You know Kopper quite well, do you not ? A Ycse

She was at Ravensbruck when you werc therce, ws she not ? A I do not
Knowe

And she was at Auschwitz for a long time with you, was shc not ?
A Not with mc. 5N

Well, she was at Auwschwitz whilst vou werc thore for a long time, was she
not 7 A Yes,

And she was at Belsen all the time you werc at Belsen, was she not ?
4’& YGSI

She would herdly mistake you for somcbody clsc, would she ? A I do not
know.

I suggest to you that you have not told us the truth about this, and that
you were in charge of a strafekommando employed on working at o a:.anrl piv ?
A I was never in charge of a strafckomuando working at o sand pits

Well, lest we arc quarrelling about words, perhaps you werc not in charge,
but you werc actually with and gusrding nnd supervising o kommando working
at a sand pit ? A I cxplained already yesterday that I was in
charge during two days of a strafckomuando and that was a punishment for
nyself'y a strafckominandc which wns worlking in bringing in stones from
outsiic the camp.

I know what you told us yesterday. You seec, I am suggesting you did not
tcll us the tButh yesterday, A T have sworn I shall tell the truch
and that is what I have been doing.

There vas a great deal of sand brought into the camp too for the roads,

was there not 2 A I do not know,

Well, you werc with tho kommando that was building the roads, so why do
you not know ? A Yes, they wore building roads, but they did not
bring sand in,

Was there not 2 lot of conerete uscd in that camp ? A I do not know.

Had not the roads got a cauent surface ? A I was not interested in
that,

Well intercst yoursclf nows You were in ‘charge of the party malking thome
Werc the roads not in fact given o caasent surface ? A I do not know.

Do you not know what the prisoncrs werce doing when you were in charpge of
the korxiondo ? A They werc putting stonecs into the sround; they
wore hamuering it in for the purposc of roud makings

Is your story that you never saw the sand pit at all 2 A I cannot
raiciber,

You cannot ruaaaber, now ? A I have newver sccn it.

Why did you say you could not remciber a moment ago ? A I thought you
seant to bring in the sand from outside, not the sand pit itsclf, but the
process of bringing the sand fron outside into the Calipe

Cannot you raicmber whether you sow the sand brought in ? 4 I cannot
renciibers :

I sugpgest to you that when vou were working at the sand pit therc wag a
wire round it with guards round it at intervals ? A It is possible,
but I do not know it.

and that you used to auausc yourscli Ly scending women outside the wire so
that. they would be shot by the guard 7 A No.

Do you rencber giving evidence wt an enquiry against a guard ? A Ido
not know,

Do you reacuber at any timc givin, evidence at an enquiry against a guard
A NO.

I suggest to you that you gave cvidence at an enquiry agninst a guard who
had refused to shoot people crossin: the wire on the sround that you had
sent tha. over deliberately ? A You can think what you like, but it
is a lic and it i$ wrong,.

Do you reuciber a prisonce.called Anna Gutcrweiss ? A No.

I suggest to you she is onc of the women that you sent through the wirc
in that Wy ? A No.

Do you rauciber a prisoncr called Caminn Stasilk 2 A No.
Or Kexola Milkot 2 A Noe.

I suggest to you that both these woaen were in the sane kommando as well
a8 the accuscd Kopper ? A Why should it not be ?

And that that is the komaando which wns working undesr your direction in
the sand pit ? a Noe

Tell me about this gardening koriindo that Yyou say you werc in charge ofl,
Where did it work ? A In the garden,
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Where was the garden ? A In Auschwitz No. 1, but they were gardens
belonging to the S.8.

How far from Berkenau ? A Throe=quarters of an hour walkinge
Did you go on a bicyclc and the prigsoncrs walk ? A NOe

Lot us toke it by stogese Did the prisoncrs walk ? A YcSe
You had a bicycle at Berkemau, did you not ? A Ycse

Did you not ride it ? A It wos prohibited to use the bicycle for
outside working partics. .

Did you not have o dog to puard those kormiandos ? A Noe
Yhy not ? A I Co not kmovi

That is what the dogs were therc for, was it not ? A Not for me. They
were trained and had their guardse

They were trained to guard thesc kouisandos going out of the caimy were
they not 7 L Yes. :

Why were you not allowed one ? A I did not want to havec a dog becausc
I wns not profussionally an aufscherin and if T had had a dog it would
have tied e dovm to that particular typc of Jobaee .

But you werc an aufscherin, were you not ? A Yess

And you were scnt out with this outside working party, werc you not ?
A Yese.

Then why did you not have a dog ? A I did not want to havc once
Could you just pleasc yourself what you did in this caup ? A Nos

Let ne put it to you that in fact you had a dog with you and whon you Wexre
parching the party alon: the dog used % round up the stragilerse

A I should know better whether 1 had a dog or note

Did you take your kommando poriodically to pick herbs for the kitchen ?
4 Yes, when therc were somc horbs they picked there

You have heard read the affidavit of Triszynska, page 163, Was she in
your komaando ? A I do not know. T had only Russians in oy
korziandos

Well, as she is ~ Russian porhaps she was in your komzando then ?
pis Possib]y.

In fact shé says she sms a uader of your komaando for about five weckse
A I do not knovi

Shc says: "Often we had to narch about 15 ki, to a placec where we had to
pick herbs for the kitchen", 1s that right ? A Tioe

it least, it is truc they had to march, you say, for about three-quarters
of an hour to pick herbs for the kitchen, is it not ? A 1 do not lmow.

You just told us sQ, you knowe I w only repeating what you said o fowr

nonent ago yourself, A I said that we were narching for thl?u-qunrters
of an hour to do grdening work, but not to pick herbs for the Idtchens
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Q Where did you go to pick herbs for the kitchen ? A I do not know any
such komaando picking herbs for the kitchens

Q I confess I find you difficult to understands A fow moients ago you said
that your kormando did pick herbs for the kitchen when therc were herbs.
Is that true or not ?

THE INTERPRETER: I au soryy, it is iy mistakes She said she was picking
grass in the garden, but not herbs for the kitchens It nmust have been ny
nistake,

COLONEL BACKHOUSE: Do you mean getting weceds up ?

THE INTERPRETER: Ycse

COLONEL BACKHOUSE:(To the witness): Gettin; necttles up ? A Yes, when it
was necessary to tidy up the garden and to pick up weeds, they dids

Did you have any kitchen pgarden or vegetablce garden for the camp ?
A Not for the camp,

Did you have it for the S.S. ? A Therc werc several kitchen gardens
or vepetable ;ardens for the S.8S. .

And did your komando look after theaa ? A Yes.
And if herbs were required, did they pick thama ? A VWhat sort of herbs ?
Did they pick any herbs nt all ? A No.

Then why worry to ask e what sort of herbs ? A In the garden therc
were no herbse There are cither vegetables or weeds, but no herbs.

As you went, did you not o on your bicycle with this kormando and also
have a dog with you when you were with this kommando ? A No.

Did you carry a stick ? A No,
What did you carry ? A Nothing.
Vhy did you not carry a stick on this ocecasion ? i It was not nccessary,

I sugrest to you that you used your stick to jood purposc ? A And I
say I never had a stick with the cxeception of Camp "C"

I put it to you that you injurcd scveral woaen with that stick ?
J‘L NO. X ;

Did waaen sonetines have to be carried back to the camp by other women ?

A On the contrary my wonien, thosc wouien working in that koxando, were
very strong; they were Russians, and therc was no neced at all to carry
then bacl: into the caimpe

Why, vwas that soictimcs necessary with other wonen ? A I never saw ite
You were asked yesterday about Iluc Lothe ? A Yese

I suggest to you agmin that she wis 2 kapo ? A I do not know,

And that she worked under you as o kapo 7 A Nevers

And that on an oceasion when Lotho complained about Rosemwyg = volume 10,
page 17 of the transeript = that you setyour dog on to the woman Rozenwayg ?
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A 48 I had no dog I could not set it upon Rozenwrygde

You re.oeubor Rozenmwnyg giving her evidence in Court here, do you not ?
A. YQS.

Do you remeuber the affidavit of Watinik ? A Yese.

Shc says: "I saw Ima Grese sct her dog on ny friend Rozenwayg"e
A She must have had sone instructions from Rozemmyg tc say s0e

"I saw the dog bitc Hankn in the shouldexr". A She night have seen
that happen, a dos bite her shoulder, but I never had a dog and I never
sct a dog upon anybody.

I suggest this to you, that when you went out with these outside worldng
parties you made a habit of beatin; wonen and of kicking theia, and you
enjoyed it ? A And T say thit you arc badly informed about nc
and that it is a big lie.

When you were a little girl you were frightencd to stand up for yourself,
werce you not ? You mmn away to avoid a fight, A I cannot remenber,

Did you hear your sister say so yesterday ? A Yes.

What I an suggesting to you is this, that you found it great fun to hit
sonicbody who could not hit back ? A Noe

Do you reaember the deposition of Gortrud Diament, where she says:

YHur favouritc habit vams to beat wouen until they fell to the ground, and
then kick then as hard as ybu could with your heavy boots ? A That is
not truece Perhaps it is her habit to lic.

You aff'ected heavy top boots, did you not ? A Yes, I wore boots.

And you liked to walk round with a revolver strapped on your waist and
a whip in your hand, did you not ? A I did not 1like it,

You thought it was very clever to have a whip made in the factory, did you
not ? A Yes, :

And even when the Commaandant told you to stop using it you went on, did you
not ? A Ycse

What Gertrud Diament said about you vms this: "Her favouritc habit wms to
beat them until they fell to the gzround and then she kicked then as hard
as she could with her hcavy boots". Is that not true ? A Nos

Tell me o little bit 1ore about this Vinipe What was it really made of 7
A Cellophanc papcr,

How wyms it zmade up ? A It is this transluscent cellophanc paper;
you can sce throuch ite It is of this length (demonstrating) and then
you wind it together,

Do you ican plaitcd and then bound ? A Just like a pig=tail, in that
way; likc hair,

Did you have o nuiber off then nade ? L Onc,

Whatever it was mnde of it hurt if you used it, did it not ?
A Yos.

Who gave you the idea of having it ade of ccllophane ? A Becausec
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there in this weaving factory they made all sorts of things and I had
the idea to have nadce a whip out of ccllophanc,

What colour was it ? A It was translusopbtlike white glass.

Did it look like a riding whip ? A It was so long, and it had a
swinging effect. (The witness dasonstrates).

A type of switch you would usc for a horsec ?7 A Ycs.

Then iwost of these prisoners who said they saw you carrying a riding whip
were not far wrong, werc they ? A DNo, they were not wrong.

They were cross—examined, and it was suggested they were talking awful
nonsense, but it was right, was it not ? A My idea about a riding
whip is quite different,

When did you have this whip nade ? A From May to December, 1944
That is when you were in lager "C" ? A Yes,

Did the other aufscherin have these whips made too ?

It vas Jjust your bright idea ? A Yos,

Of course, in lager "C" you used to carry 2 walking stick too, did you
not ? A Yes.

And you beat people sonetimes with the whip and someotimes with the stick ?
A Yes.

Werc you allowed to beat pcople 7 A Noa

So it was not o question of having orders from your superiors to do ity
you did this against orders, did you ? A Yes.

Pretty well everybody in the canp did it, did they not ? A I Qo
not knovi

Was it just you who wns vicious ? A It has nothingz to do with
being vicious,.

Were you the only person who beat the prisoners against the regulations ?

Did you go about with your eyes sghut ? A On the contrary, I had
ny cyes alwaoys opens

Did you never sec anyone elsc beat prisoners 7 L Ycss

Then why keep sayinz "I do not know" when you are asked if thoy did ?
A Maybe they got perhaps an order to beat; I cammot say; I cannot lnowe

That was not what you were askeds. You knew quite well what you were
askeds I asked you vhother you say anyone else beating priscnors in
Auschwitz and you said, "I do not lmow", A Noy you asked nc whethex
the others were beating in spite of contrary orders, in spitc of being
prohibited to beate My answer was, thercfore, I do not kmow booause I
do not know vhether maybe they got an order for that particular purposes

Did you sonetiucs get orders to boeat ? A Nos




Did you give orders to other aufscherin working under you
prisoners ? i Yes,

Had you any right or authority to do that ?

A T had the right and authority to sce that the coup for -

responsible and of which I was the leader, should be put

Had you the right to authorise avfscherin to beat pcople

A No,

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You went to lager "C" in May of 1944 ?

A Yes.

That is when the gassings of the Hungarians

I think that is the tine when Hocssler told us that transpo
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in day and nizht, Is that not rdght ?

Because you took carc to have Czoch kapow; did you not ?

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They were Czechs, werg not they? hHe YCB,

That was the practice ot Auschwitz, wes not it, to have the eltesters es
far as possiblc of sone other country? A, No, it was nothing to Ao with
that, Thosc blockaltesters I hed in -y camp they knew their jots from
srevious tines, The Hungzariens who arrived they had no idez ot o1l what
to do, Thoy arrived 1,000 per block and they would not heve known how to
orgenise the whole block,

Nobody could organise o block which wes neent to hold +400,, or at the
most 200, if you put 1,000 into it without beds, could they? A. This
overcrowling wos only during one or two weeks,

Why? ferc they killed off pretty quickly? A, Thosec people who cene to
me in Coamp C were all strong people it #or work and they went out on
workin: pertics.

You remember the sclections that you used to attcnd? L, Yes,

It wes quite sirple to know whether or not the sclection wes for the pas
chenber, was not it? he Mo, one could not know that,

Becausc only Jews had to attend the ones for the gas chermber, Gid not they?
I myself I had only Jews in carp C.

Then they would all heve to attend sclections for the gas chamber, would
not they? L. Yeos,

ind you were told to wait for the cdoctors, were not you? he YCSe
Then you knew perfoctly well whet it was for, did not you? A, No,

And when these people were paradcd they were very often paraded ncked,
were not they? i.. Neorly alwoys,

ind they were insvocted like cattle to sec whether they werce fit to work
or fit to diec, were not they? A, Not like cattlc,

And you were there keeping order, were not you? h, Yes,
If one ran awsy you brought her back, did not you? Lo Yes,
And geve her a beeting for running away? A, Ycs,

Just listen to the affidavit of Lebowits, page 92, "I havc often scen

the women Grese with Dre, Menrele scleeting people for the gas chasber

and for forced work in Ger eny., If the woman Gresc sow o mother and
deughter or sisters trying to get tozether in selcctions for forced work in
Gerneny she wouldé beat them until they were unconseious snd leave them lying
on the pground," 1Is that true? A, It is true that when they ron away I
brought them back end I might hove beaten then, but thaet is fantasy to say

I have beaten them till they ley on the ground, or until they werc bleeding,
or purhaps until they were dend, That is sheor fantesy.

Were there pusrds present on these occasions? £, No.

If people tried to cscape and got very far they were shot, were not they?
Never in the camp,

You remember the witness Ilona Stein, who pgeve evidence.in court? (Dey 9
page 12) A, I do not know of the wontn.

You remember thet she said that prisoners who triecd to cscepe if they
sot fer they wore shot, if they did not they wore brousht back, tervibly
beaton till they bled all over the ploce and put beck in their 1ines
ageing is that truc? A. Why should one¢ shoot »Hcople in=ice the cemn;
there is barbeé wire round the carp, so they o ot escapSs
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If you arc zassing somebody it docs not roke very nuch differeace if you
shoot them or gos them, docs it? A, I do not know,

You know Ilona Stein was asked to pive some details about this sort of thing,
Do you rcmember what she said? Do you remember tellin: the court about

& selecction towards the end of August? Was there en 8.8, woman called
Dreschel there? A, Yes,

What was her position in the camp? 4. At the begimning she wes a repport=-
fuhrerin, later on oberaufsehorin,

And os rapportfuhrerin did she attend selsctions with Dr. llengele?
Possibly.

Did the carp comarndant sometimes attend?

Was it generally Dr, liengele who you werc with on these selections?
I vms only with Dr, lengelc,

Let me remind you of what the witness Stein scid: that you were usually
with Dr, lMcngele, and then she spoke of this particular occasion when
the commandant, Kramer, Dr. likngele, Dreschel and yourself werc present,
and that on that occasion some prisoners tried to hide, That has
neppened before now, hos not it? 4Ls That happened before,
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You have secn prisoners trying to hide from these sclections, have not you?
Yes,

And you went to drag them back to the narade very often, 2id not you? 4. Yos,

On this occesion I supest to you that you pointed them out to 2 guard and
they were shot, A, No,

One killed and the other badly wounded, A, I do not know; I have not seen it.

Do you remexber the occasion which wes read to you ycsterday in Tricger's
affidovit (poge 160) ? &, T reme nber, :

How she saicd she wes made to stend at the door with her arms outstretched to
prevent peopl e runnin; out and escaping? Lo Yes, I know,

Do you remember her being nnde to stand like that? L, I cannot say whether
her arms werc stretched out, but I do know the blockaltester hed the order

to see that those who were sent to the left side stoycd there and ¢id not try
to pet over to the right.

Trieger was a blockaltester, was not she? 4, I,

What was she? A. T know 211 the blockaltesters who were in ny canp, I

know the Christian namcs, and I had one with o Christian nawe "Edith", but

it was not Edith Tricper,

Your block eltesters were Czechs, werc not they? A, Czechs ond Poles,

And Tdeger, of course, is o Czec h, is not she?

Do you remember Tricpger? A, No,

How do you know she is o Czech? A, Dececause I hove read it in the decdaration,
s

who wos the Edith that you had as a blockoltestoer,

THE JUDGE ADVOCATE: Col, Backhouse, somc of us on the court are getting a

little confused, ¥e heve on affidavit for Katherine Neiger,
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COL. BACKHOUSE: I a: not talkinz obout that one,

THE JUDGE ADVOCATE: That is the one I have ~ot dawn where sho was supposed to
hold up her hunds with stones in them,

COL. TALCKHOUSZ: We have not been telking about that at all.
THE JUDGE /iDVOCATE: Then we have sn affidovit of Bdith Tricper,
COL. PACKHOUSE: VYes,

THE JUDGE ADVOCATE: 4nd eccording to .y note there are two incidents. Whick
one are you talking about for the roment?

COL. PACKHOUSE: I am talking about the incident where she ssiéd she was made to
st and at the door and prevent women from running out of the block, It is
aragreph 4, That is the only one I have becen talking ebout up to now,
?To the witness) I suggest €0 you that on en occrsion when this airl
Trieger was acting as your blockaltester and wes put at the door to prevent
these people getting out two rirls, or some girls et any rate, managed to
get through and passed her hends, Did thot sometises happen? 4, Yes,

£nd that you caught the majority of them yourself; is that right?
No, Decruse mostly I had no time for that, ¥y Jjob wes to write into ny
book how many neople were scnt awey from ny cemp, That was my sroper job,

You know, you have alr eady told us os a general proposition that when people
tried to cseape you did po cnd bring then back and did beat them, Why do
you jib at this one perticular incident? 4o I do not speek about this
occasion, Of course when I sow thel somchbody tried to cscape or to hide

of course it was vy duty, ond I did it, to try and bring him back and give
him a beating; but that ny job would have boen to stand there and watch,

that is not true,

Nobody sugzested it was your job to stand there, That is the drawback
when you heve time to read the middlec. Did you in fact, when these girls
escaped, zo end drag them Lock? 4, Yes, :

I supgest that you beat then with your hands and kicked then, £, I beat

them with ny hands, but I never kicked ther.

Do you remember being on a selection on . in cam A? L., Never,

Do you know & Dr, Emne? As. Yo,

Do you. know & Llockaltester in camp A crlled Rehr? 4, I do not know,

Do you remember block 9 in enwp A? L, Yes.

I suggest to you that you were on o selection there, A, I say that this
witness who stated that has lied,

I am not the least interested in your ooinion of the witness. I went to Know
if you were on a2 szelection there, Lo NoO,

If there was = selcction during the diy any cufseherin's who happened to be
hendy had to be called up, did not they? fs I do not know,

Even Hessler himsclf had to do it when there wns no aufsherin available, did
not he? L, That is possible,

But i¥ there wns an auf'seherin aveils“le she had to come along and lend &

hand, did not she? fie I have never seen an aufseherin -t a selection,

COL, BACKHOUSE: That cannot be rirht,

FAJOR CRAIFIELD: I think she said; "I have aever scon an aufsehorin present
at a selection in 4 lager,

THE INTERPRETER: I am sorry, she did,

COL. BLCKHOUSE: (To the witness) Thore were selcotions in 4 lager, werc
not there? Lia Yes,

Who was present there? 4Ly I do not know,
Some cufscherin's nust have been present, must not they? A, I do not know,

It would be very unusual to have o selection without an aufseherin prescent,

would not it? 4e No, on the contrary,
Who would tcke down the numbers which you have to deal with in your corrp?
I do not know,

Who would look after the women who weore selected? .., I vos never interosted

in selections in L Cermp, and neithor was I interested in seleotions in C
Cemp, but it was =y duty to be prescnt there,

That has really nothin: whatever to o with what I om putting to you, sc
will you listen to the questions end snswer those, Will you tell me again
who would do all these duties on these selections if there were no
aufseherin present? A, I told you already because I wos not interested
in it I do not know.

Then why do you soy it would be unusual for an aufseherin %o bo pregent if
you were not interested? A. Decause 21l the cufscherin had their
Jobs with outside korrisndos or in offices of the alainistration,

Let us now turn to making sport. Did not you make one kaiziando do sport
for half an hour beecause one of the girls dropped a piece of rag as they
were marching in from work? A. No, it was not the question of a rag at
all, not a rag, it wms because soucbody threw two parcels avny wach contain=
ing three pounds of meats It wos not the question of some rag throvm away.

A, I Love nover stoken to Anita Lasker at all, and when tho
witness cane iny wiwn she saw mc, she eould not say anything against me
so she invented thi-s lic,

Let me just put this finally to you, that you went into this service, the
concentmtion cup sorvies, ng a young girl, a frightened young girl
acocording to your sisbew, & oowrlly little girl, and found y.:umr\'ll for
the first time in a yosition to strike people when they could not strike
you back? A Yesy it mignd have been that I was frightenced when I vas a
child, but I grew up in the mneantine,

I suggest to you that you glordcd in your jack boots and your pistol and
your whip? A. Gloricd? I could not say s0.

And that you beat and illtreated velsoners to such an cxtent that oven
you were told to step carrying a vhip, that you continued to do it? 4, 1
have boaten prisoncy:, but I have not illtroated than, and it was not
prohibited to ¢ personally to carry a whip; it was a general order
enmanating from the commandant that whips will not bc. carricd any LIOXcCe

And I suggest 1o you that when you got to Belsen you asked to be allowed

COL. BACKHOUSE: I do not think the witness knew what was meants

THE PRESIDENT: The Court have secn it,

MAJOR CRANFIFLD: Thoere is another affidavit on page 24y o ionth aftorwards,

COLs BACKHOUSE: Soiacbody realiscd it had not beon doncs

THE JUDGE ADVOCATE: I find it very diffioult to follow, If the defending
officer would just put his point then if the Court do not like it then
the Court night stop himy but it does not seaa to help if we have these
disoussions, There is a further one on pazé 243 I do not know whothor
that is in mind or not.

MAJOR CRANFIELD: T will leave thate (To the witness): You werc asked why
you stayed at Belsens Wikl you tell the Court winy you msked Kvancr to
let you stay at Belaen? Ao It is a vrivats aftoir, I got to mow
somebody in Auschwitz who wme twv neforcod to Bolson and that is the reason
why I wanted to stay,

Wherc was he at Belsen? As He wns an S.S. inn, his rank was cbharschavialu
and his work was cngincer in some port of the building,

THE JUDGE ADVOCATE: You were not very long at Belscn, were you? As NoOe

Q Did you in Belsen ever take part in what Yyou call making sport? Ae I
nysclf made sport with the prisoncrs,

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It was rather strenuous to tho prigonors, was not it? he Yese

Werc there peonle in Belsen in March and Aprdil who were fit to do that
strenuous kind of cxcrecisc? As Yese

How nany would you make sport of at onc tiie? Ae 20

Why werc those 20 selecoted? A, Thoy were not selected but I told thum
to do these physical cxcreises beeausc nobody admitted that he had thrown
avany this meat which 1 nmentioned bLefores

Is that the only cceasion on which you say you made people make sport in

A MBMBER OF THE COURT: Vas therc a lagerfuhrer in "C" lager in Auschwitz?
A Yes, a female lngerfuhrer called landcels

You were undexr ner orders? Ae Yos,

Can you say whether you were the youngest of the aufscherin or not?
Yes, I vms the youngest in Auschwitz,

The accused leaves the place from which she
has given her cvids .ncu.l)

MAJOR CRANFINLD: /s I mentioned in ny osining, it is part of umy casc that tho
affidavit eviderss, the documentary evidenee, in this case is unweliable
and to prove that I wish to put in the affidavits mnde by the witncsses who

aiie here in person. In cross=cxamination of these witnesses various
passages out of the affidavits were put to tham by the defending officerss
It would be open to the sroscoutor to say that the defence have not proved
those affidavits werc mads, and I want to point out that I aa going to the
oredibility of the affiduvits, not to the credibility of the witnecsses,
when I put in these affidavits nowe In an ordinary casc it might, I think,
be said that the affidavis showld have been put in at the time when the
witncss wvns here, but the Court will rencmber that Major Munro, during the
progccution's case, mentioned that he intended to put the affidavits in
and it was then he was told that was not the time to do ite

In the case of some nffidavits, sone witnesses who camc here
mnde an affidavit contairing a singlc accusation against one of the
accuséd and when they cwac here thoy failed to recognise the accuscds That
being so the defending officer concerned did not, of course, put the
affidavit to the witnoss boeause he failed to recognisc the accuseds

It ix ny casc now that there are diserepancics between the
evidence of the witneusscs in the box and what they said in their statoments
and in order to prove that I have pot, in my submission, to put in the
affidavits thausclves, They are part of the bundlc and have been before
the Court but werc, of course, withdrawm when the prosccutor was reading
his ovm affidavitse I say that those affidavits arc authentic documonts;
they are just tho sane as the other affidavits in the case, and they assist
in proving or disproving the charse beeausce thoy show what roliability one
oan give to the affidavits cowing from that source, All the affidavits
came from the smac sourco, Noe 1 War Criues Investigation Tean, and the only
affidavits we have had an opportunity of checlding arc the oncs of those
witnesses who have come here in nersons Then we had the opportunity of
checldng; the valuc of these affidavits and oumparing thaa with the oral
evidence given by the viitnesscss I subniit on that ground it is a document
of assistance to the Court, it is authentic, and I am therefore cnabled by
Regulation 8 to nut it in and it will be convenient for me to put them in
fomally at this stage.

THE JUDGE ADVOCATE: This becomcs very coiplicated, but it is entirely a
master for the Court t¢ say what they will do. Major Cranfield is right
viben he says in the nonual way whon a witness comces in person into the
dek you crogs=cxanine her in the witncss box to sce whether she has made a
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diffcorent statancnt from wvhat she has said in Courts If she agrecs that
she has made that statenent then that is the cnd of that incident and
aceordingly later on the defending of'ficer says: "You should not belicve
that wwoian becausc she has told a differcnt story',

If she denics she cver inde the stataaent when she is questioned
in the writness box then, and then only, is is usual to draw her attention
to the vritten document and, if she does not ranciber it or docs not
adidt it, then cross=cxanine her as to whether she made that stataacnt,

I thouzht that had Leen done and the docuncnts were not -ut in, I think,
because I understocd the defending officers werc satisficd that they had
made their points as regards that partiocular piece of evidences Now I
gather Major Cranficld is, in effeet, saying: "Under Regulation 8 I want to
put before you afridavits which have been nade by witnesses who have been
herc personally, and I want to show that those affidavits contain cither
differcnt storcs, or an additional story, or do not contain the story
which they told in the box",

It scaas to me rather complicated and I would like, before the
Court consider this matter, to hcar what Cols Backhouse has to saye

COL, BACKHOUSE: I would say, as a matter of pmotical politicsy I do not know
if it antters a lot because the Court have had a copy all the wmy through,
but as a matter of theory it is a Lost improper suggestion because the
proper time for one to suggest that a witness has said soiacthing at one
tiae and is now saying something diffcrent in the bos is when the witness
is in the box, and then the witness has an oprortunity of explaining it.

It may well be that the witness can explain what thosc diffcerences, if any,
ares In gy view it would be quite valucless to put these docuacnts in
nowe If they arc put in I shall ask the Court to pay no attention to
these diffcrcences, if thoy exist, because the witness wvas not asked to
explain thaa,

My friend has not told the Cowrt which ones he is proposing to
ask fors Hc has infomacd e but I have not taken the trouble to sce whether
there are differcnces or not because I do not think it matters in the lcast
unless the witnesses arc given an oprortunity of cxplaining thaa if there
arc differcnces, If ny friend suggests there were differences he should
have asked about than at the proper tiie, He cannot now scek to put
forvard these differcnces at this stasze; if he does thosc witnesses will
have to come backs Hc had his opportunity of cross-examining thaa, but
if wnnts to sugicst they told onec story at onc time in onc placec and
a different story at amother time in another place well they should come
back and Le given an opportunity of cxplaining ite

You cannot have your cakc and eat ite If the defending officcrs
do not want to draw the witness's sttention to an affidavit beeause he
has failed to rccognisc somcbody in the dock, then thoy eamnot put the
affid:.;vit in afterwards and say: "Wcll, you scey, it never happened beeause
she missed the incident out" whoreas if it had been put to her she might
very well have given it,

The Court will appreeiate I eamiot lead my witnesscs, no uorc than
the dofonce arc allowed to lead theirs, and the result is that very often
you h?.\_rc a witness who when he comes into the Court does not raaciber all
the things he snid beforce Souctiues, as I have had to do during the course
9f this case once or twice, you can direet the witnoss's nind to the
incident without leading and souctines you earnot do it ot all. It is o
hopeless position if the defence went to sussost that the incident did not
take place, or they arc now telling a different story. The defence can put
the thiz_lg to thaiy thoy can dircet the witnesa's -ttention straight to
that point, and the very good rulc of pmetice which has always been made
in Courts is that if you want to \luu;:.tzi.un a witnesg about a previous
st-n.tunum_;,'or if you want t0 question the vermcity of the previcus gtataacnt
?J‘? d(:,-posltg_on in ANy Wy the proper tinme to do it, and the only tine to do
it, is when the witness is in the Lox and can answer quostions upon it and
explain the differenccse  To put thuw in now would be quitc waong and I
“'0‘_11'1 certainly have to reeall those witnessos and let Major Cranficld put his
points to tham, l
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THE JULGE /ADVOCATE: The point on that which trouwles mc is this: I agrec
with you, and I think we arc all apgreed, that the defending officer when
he had the witness here should have cross=exaiineds If that is not done
is not M- jor Cranficld saying: "Owing to the Regulation I an still able,
not as any atteipt to dasclish the case for the preosccution in cruss=
cxaaination but in order to build up ny easc during ny defencc, to place
before the Court a docuicnt which I sugrest is one which would help thenm
to decide the truth or otherwise of this case", You sce ny point?

COL. BACKHOUSE: T scc thot point and I also sec their points, but what I am
saying is that quite carly in this case it was suggested that it vas
dzproper to put in an affilavit when the witness wos presents You sugucsted
that yoursclf, sir, as a matter of fact, and, if you will rcmember, I did
not do its I did not put it in and it wms agrccd that that was the proper
practice, Thesc witnesses have been wresente It inkes no diffceronce if
the affidavit is put in thon or withheld, She has gone and ny fricnd has
had his opportunity of doing ite Ho had his opportunity of doing it at
the proper time when he could have assisted the Court a lot if he could
have said to thc witness: "Now you have told a totally different story on
another oceasion; is not it falso?",

Major Cranficld is not now tryins to discrcdit the witness in
the box; he is saying her affidavit is wrong and, thercfora, you must not
pay any attention to the other affidavit == well, I do not profcss to know
what he is talking about because as I understand it he was saying'you must
not rcly on this affidavit because I going to producc another affidavit
of a witness nnd then you will scc how unreliablc the affidavits arc.,", but
if he is trying to disoredit the witness of coursc he should put it to hers

I understood his point was that it was not the witness he was
sceking to diseredit but the whole system of the affidavits by saying that
these affidavits do not represcnt what the witncss would say in &hc box.
That is the only wny it can be pute I still say that it is quitc wrong
for hin to say: "Now you sce how unreliable those affidavits are beeause
she has said saucthing difforent" vhicn he does not give the witncss an
oprortunity of saying on oath: "They are both truc" or explaining how
the differonce arosc"s That is what he should have done and if he docs
not do it then, in my subiiission, thoy should not be put in and I do not
think we ousht to start it at this stages It iz an ordinary rulc of
practice, The witnesscs have been here and they could have been put to
then and, in ny subnission, they should not nov £0 ine

I think it is quitc acadenic beeausey of course, the Court have
thaa in front of them and their ninds werc directed to the affidavit cach
tine, I lave not the slightest douwbt the Cowrt have long since coipared
these thingse If they have not they night have been curious, but it is
obviously one of the things the Court does look ate You have thea in front
of you and the Court corppares thau with the evidence given in the Loxe
But as a matter of principle I think it would be wrong to adnit then at
this stages The def'ending officers should follow the rcpular practice of
glving the witnoss an oprortunity of explaining the discrepancies, if they
want to,. thercforc I sulnit that the Court in their discretion should say
these should not be sut in and put in in this woy, Had they been put in
quitc properly when the witness could have rnde an explanation they misht
have helped us a lot, but in this wny they cannot help,

THE JUDGE ADVOCATE: Cols Backhousc, what you have just said soiscwhat disquictens
lcy becausc I an here principally to cnsurc that at the closc of the case
I indicate vhat in ny view may be treatod as evidence against cach accused,
and if an affidavithis not Leen put in or has omly been uscd on a specific
point I must dircot the Cowrt that whethor they can do that or not in law
they uust not take into account in that bundle <the affidavits which were
not produced , or not deal with the wholo of theo affidavit if only onc
portion of that affidavit wos put in cvidences
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COL. BaCKHOUSE: I will agrec with that at omvo, but my point is not that it is
ovidence of thc facts which thoy contain, I am sure you will agroc it is not
only the right but the duty of the Court which hag s swmary of ovidonce
put boforc it, as it is slways == and this is an abstract == that whon a
witnoss comos into the box snd zives ovidence to comparc the abstract with
the ovidence which the witness is pgiving, and it is not only risht but it
is the n rmal practice of the Court to draw attenti-n to the discrepancics,

411 these statements which my friend is talking about are contained
in the abstract which has been before the Court and I have no doubt at all
that you, sir, s julge advocate whon those witnesses weore giving thoir
ovideonce folloved it on thc abstract bcecuso that is naturally onc off tho
functions of a judge advocato at a trial and, as a mattor of fact, I think
the defenco probably put to them == I have a reccollection if' it being dong ==
discrcpancies whnich thoy thourht of und you obviously would put to thom any
disorcpancics which you saw which hal bocn loft by the defence, whioh is
tho normel practicc and has alroady becn done by the Court loni sinco.

It is a questicn purcly of soncthin: which should have been dore and was
done because I a1 surc you would heve done it y wrsclf and put-the cbstract
to the witness if thore was a matorial discropancy,

That is why I still say this is the wronz way of doing it when it
could havo boen dono the ripht way. My rocollcction is that you drow
during tho coursc of onc of the crosgs=cxaminati ns to the right way of
doing it, It is my firm rocollectiun at the time that those things were
put to thom,

#8 I say, I rcally do not iird but, of coursc, if they go in
my frioend will appreciatc that thoy go in at thoir face valuc as affidavits
end ovents which are spoken to therein thon bocome sworn evidence by
witncsescs, Whother he fully approcicted that I do not knows at the momont
I should havoe said h¢ has had tho bost of two possible worlds., Ho has had
the opportunity of cross=oxamining on tlhe abstract with regard to any
discrepancy thero may have been but the prosccution arc unable to put whet
is 7n the affidavit if the witnosscs at tho time 100s not say it., How he
is going to put the prosccution in the position of taking advantage of ‘that
ovidenoe es well and if ho wants to do that it is up to him,

I thirk it is largely acalcmioc but it scems to me he is putting
himself in danzer and gotting no advantage in law,

THE PRESIDENT: Have you anything further to say, Major Cranficld?

MAJOR CRANFIELD: The objeet of this a_plication is this: it is part of owr
casc that the witncsses have failed to come up to their statoments when in
the box and we arc going to say that th-sc aroc growds for beinz very
cautious when one considcrs the deocuwwntary cvidemce in this case, and in
our spocches we propose to comment on the disorepancios between a witness's
statorent in the affidavit and a witnoss's statenent in the witnoss box,

It occurrcl to us that if wo did do that the prosecutor might very
well have objectcl to that bocausc he would say the affidavit of this witnoss
is not in cvidencao, the Court has not got it before it, it has not baocn put
in, and you cemn-t comrent on it, Whether we axc right in that view I do
mt know,

COL., BACIHOUSE: I can tcll my fricmd he is not right in that vicw. I shall not
say that. I should say he must not coament on tic discrcpancies becausc he
did not put thom to the witnoss, I should say that wrdoubtedly whother tho
document is beforc the Court or not

THE JUDGE ADVOCATE: The point is that the docunent is not before the Cowrt. Tho
Couwrt have certainly usc?® the bundle of docuncnts, Wwhich are n-t originals,
and it has only been for conveniorge, but those affidavits he is spesking about
ar¢ not before the Court as affidavits, I a defending officer is going to
say: "I point nut that tho witncss vho gave ovidenco in person said nothing
about this incident though she snid it in an affidavit" the Cowrt are foing to
say: "Woll, wherc is the affidavit?”’,
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COLONEL: BACKHOUSE: I shall still make my objection whether the affidavit was
before the Court or not, because I would say that if you want to comment on
the fect that a witness has told a different story at onc timc to the story
which she has told beforc the Court, there is only onc time that you are
allowed to put that and that is whoen the witness is in the box, and so nive
thce witness an opportunity of tying up thosc two storics, That is onc of
the oldest rules of ovidence that I know, that where you want to suggest
that thorec is a discrcpancy betwoon what a witness has said on 2 previous
occasion and what the witnoss is now caying in the box, it is your duty to
indicatc that to thc witncss. If it is documcntary cvidence it is your
duty to put that part of the document to the witness and, if you wish, to
then say to the Cowrt that that is what was said, You must give the
witnoss that opportunity of cxplaining it.

The rcason I intervupted my friend is this. I shall not, under
any circumstances, objcct to his commenting on the discreopancics butweoen an
aeffidavit «nd what was said on the ground that the affidavit was not before
the Court, but whethor or not that affidavit is nowv put in I shall still
object to that comment unless it was put to the witness at the proper time
and the witncss yiven an opportunity of oxplaining it. That is why I say
that it should not bc put in now.

MAJOR CRANFIELD: This is & most imporiant mattcr for all the Defending Officcrs,
and a numbcr of them wish to put points to the Court,

I havc only got orn¢ point to put forrard on what Coloncl Backhouseo
has said amd that is, I think, this., Onc has got to rcalisc, whatcovor
happens in the criminal courts in England, thcy are not run wnder the Rulcs
of Proccdure of the Royal Warrant, and people do not have brought against
thom 120 or 150 affidavits, whatecver it is, and about 20 oral witnosscs.

By far the grecater part of the ¢vidence in this casc is documentary,
and we fcel that whatevor the Regulations may be in the ordimavy way, it is
essential for us to bc ablc to challerge the documentary cvidence on the
basis of comparing the statoment which a man gave at Belscn to No. 1 War
Crimes Investigation Tcam, their arrangements, their translators, their
officocrs who tock the statement, their serjeants, the whole arrangcmonts
under which this evidence is produced, with what the nen says in the box,

I think other Defernding Officcrs would like to add their points because, in
my submission, it is most important.

MAJOR MUNRO: There is only one point I would likc to make on behalf of my own
I four accused, and that is that if thesc affidavits arc put in meroly as a
basis of comparison to allow the Cowrt to judge the weight of the other
 affidavits, thon I shall associatc mysclf with the spplication. If, on the
_other hanmd, thesc affidavits, having boen put in, arc to be used as evidence
themselves against the accuscd, then I disassociate mysclf with the application.

CAFTAIN ROBERTS: I am cxtromely interosted in this application amd I woant to
put in, in fact, some four af'fidavits of witnessus wlo have been before the
Courts What I think Coloncl Backhousc has over~lookcd is that though we
may, in cross=cxenination, hove put tho substance of what the witness said
in her statement to her, yot what o arc also intercsted in is not only what
she did say at that time, but to whom she said it, at what datc she said it,
who was the Interpreter, who took thc statoment from her, and a nunber of
other things of & similar naturc, Cortainly I do not think esnybody has put
thosc gquestions to the witncss when he or she was in the box, and to my mind
that will be in my own casc wvery matcriecl to my defernco if I can put those

fidavits beforc the Court and so at & later date be allowed to comment
upon them, It is not only the ovi li..‘!'l(,u or alloged OVlduﬂC(— contained in that
affidavit, it is tho wholec form of' the documcnt,

CAPTAIN CORBALLY: What I would likc to dcal with is the question of identifica-
tione Thoro arc quitc a numbcr of discrepancics between the oral covidonce
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and the offidavit ocvidorcc about which we must complain, It deals with
atrocitics ard is doposcd to in an affidavit, and the person alloged to

havo comuitted those atrceitics is then not identificd to the Court, You
Can cross~cxzmine a witncss,when you have he or she hexo, about her memory of
thet atrocity having takon placc, about how well she knew the person who was
supposcd to have done 1t, but you cannot possibly stand up the accused in the
dock and say: "Is that the person who has donc it"., That is going mueh

too far,.

The identification of the prisoncrs in the dock by the witnossos
took place horc under the most fair circumstances, and tho prisonors woro
madc to stard up onc row at a time. If, in thosc circumstanccs, tho
witness fails to recognisc a person, thon it is surcly a mattor for comment
by the Defonding Officor corcerned that here is an offidavit sbout an
atrocity which is doposed to on oath as becing committed by a poerson he says
he knew vory well, and yet in the Court they arc not rccogniscd, '

There can be no question, surcly, of cross-cxamining a witnoss
on the maticr of identification; surely we could not do thot. That, I
think,is onc of the main points of disorcparcy which we will wish to commont
on in our spceches,

CAPTAIN PHILLIPS: I would like to support, in gencral torms, Major Cranficld's
application, I do not know whothor vou want to know from us which
particular affidavits we would like to have in ?

THE PRESIDENT. TNo.

CAPTAIN PHILLIPS: As to tho question of admissibility or otherwisc, in my
submission the short point is that these 2arc, and must be, admissible under
Regulation 8, whatever may be tho practice of the 01d Bailey or anywhore
¢lscs This Court acts under thosc Regulations and no other,

COLONE™ BACKHOUSE: I would liko to say a fow words in reply to the points
made by the other Dofciding Officers, So far as Captain Robert's point is
concerned, whon he says he wants to know who took th: statemonts and who was
the Intorpretor acd so on, he had ample cpportunity of cross-cxamining on
that if ho vantcd to, becausc the Dofiernce wore invited to and did ask me to
bring ccrtain pcople here who took the affidavits. I could have got more
if thoy wanted thems Mo they askcd for amd two thoy got, amd thoy had an
opportunity of ecross-cxemining thom,

If' they arc geing to suggest any impropricty by any of thoso poople
then their proper time to do that ie when those ncoplc are in the box,

So far as Captain Corbally's point is conccrned, I am afraid I
must cntirely disagree with hims If he wants to say this effidavit is
unrcliasblo because in the affidavit the witness says = let us tako somobody
ncutral - "I identify Kramor", and whon he arrives hore and looks round and
doos mot recognise Kramor, you have got to takc the risk and you have got to
tell Kramor to stand up and ask the witness: "Now is that tho man?".

You cannot say aftornvards thet bocausc, when they locked round,
Shey did not soc somobody, that therofore the original offidavit was wrong.
Tou can cross-cxamirge on identification. The case for the Dofonce is
probably that the affidavit is wrong, and also that if the affidavit is
wrong tron Kramer did not do the befting in that particular case, ‘' If you
Wwill not teke the risk of letting him stamd up 2 having a lock at him, you
must not come along and say af'tcrwards that the witness could not have
rocognised him anywaye. If you want to say that is wrong you cammot bu heard
af“erwards to say that bocausc somcbody did not recognisc someonc in this
Court amongst a group of L5 people and in the atmospherc of this Court, when
they are brought down from the witnoss box and madc to come along in front
of she Court, tiut thoy arc therefors lying or mistoken on a previous occasion
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unless you put it to them properly and give them the opporiunity of
oxplaining. You must not keop quict whon the witnoss is in tho box and
after they hawe gone stand up and say: "Obviously their story is all
wWrong because they failed to recognisc somcbody". Maybo, as I pointed out
to the Couwrt at the time, and as Gresc admitted today, somo of thom havo
chanzed their appcarance quite a lote In some cascs I suggest it wes
deliboratc and in nther cases probably it was not doliberate at all.

But if you want to suggost that they have got the wrong person, thon tho
propor time to 4o it is whon the witness is horc and can give an answor.

So far as Captain Phillips' short point is comcorned, ho says:
Woll, the Regulation says so, and that is thate Thore is a propor timc to
put thats It is quitc obvious that thoso affidavits could have boon put
in when tho witress was in the boxe That is the practice in eny criminal
courts If you cross~examing on zn affidavit you put in thc affidavit;
if you cross-examine on a-dcposition you put in thc deposition. But you
canmot comment ~n it aftersards if you do not do that at the proper time,
and thoso Regulations do not say anything about the proper time, the wrong
tims or any other time. I say thorc is a proper time and thoy have choson,
a8 o matter of tactics mot to put it in a® the propor time.

They have chosen not to rumind the witnesses of the incidostn of
which they now went to complain, whon those those witnusses woio hero ,
Heving choscn not to do that, havin, chosen not te take the risk of the
witnosses saying: "Yes, it is truwe", having chosen not to take the risk of
the witnosses saying: "Yes, that is the man I mean', they now want to say:
Well, the witnoss's storics aro untruc, I say thoy have missed their
opprortunity; they have not taken the course thoey should have donc, and in
any casc it would bc of no valw to the court whatsoever to have those
depositions put in at thie stagc,

With rcgard to Major Munrs's peint, he cannot have iy both ways,
Bithor they go in for all purposcs or they €° not.

Captain Corbally was complaining that somconc did not identify
scricone in the docke If that gocs in you will be ablc to 1:ck at the
photographs and consider thom with the witnoss and say: ''o have now got a
vory velueble picee of cvidence against some particular ian, if you think
that is a falr representation of tho man, and you may well undorstand why
tho witnoss did not idontify him today, That is 2 risk which ho has got to
takc if ho wants thom in.

I am not surpriscd that Major Munrs supports, on goneral lines,
my view that the Defence should not be allowed to cut their ovm throats.

THE JUDGE ADVOCATE: I think, sir, you will want to consider this vory shortly,
but I feel I ought to ald somcthing: to what I heve elrcady said.

You and your members have taken an oath to try these accusod
acesrding t» the cvidencc, and the only ovidenco that you can have before
you, as I scc it, is the wviderce o witnessos in the witnoss box or
drcumentary cvidonce which is properly put boforc you. I do not sec how you
can dcal with any documcnts which are not beforc you as exhibits. I dn not
scc how you cen deal with any evidence which has not been piven to you
through vorbal testimony by a duly s/orn witness,

I agreg that the Defonding Officors, if they wantcd to quostion
a witness who gave cvidence on nath, should have questionud him when he was
hore, end I do not ses that they would have beon limited in any way to
asking any questions about siatements they had madc beforc, and on that, if
thoy had got the risht answors, thoey could have founded any sort of argumont
as £5 the unrcliability of thoso particular dopnsitions, anmd then argucd
from that that the whole system of taking depositions was not sound, and
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/ 1 thorcfore, in the cases whorc they could not cross=oxaning anybody at all
becauso it was mercly a document, thoy would ask the Cowrt te pay loss
vieight to that particular document bocausc of the way in which theso
dncuments as & wholc had boon taken. That scems to ne commnon-scnsc.

let us ossune that tihe Defonding Of ficcrs 4id miss their opportunitys
Whet troubles mc is: Arcé you then omtitled to say, having rogard to this
Rogulabion - this is tho point, I think, which Captain Phillips is teking -
that although it is now pessible to have the Witnosscs back and cross~cxanine
them, thcy can usc this Rogulation 8 and say: "Wc want to put in a2 specific
affidavit which is not bofore you beepuse it is a docunent which can ¢ 80
put before you in cvidence undcr i ulation 8 and we went to comment upon 1",

It secms to mc the short point is this: Are you going t9 say that
you camot allow such affidavits to @0 in ? If you do then that is the omd
of ite On the other hand, if you say: "No, wo arc prepared 1o allow the
Defonding Officers to attack the systom unicr which the aff'idavits weve
teken, and we arc going to 2llow them to put in as Jdocuments adnissible undor
Ropulation 8 affidavits which have never been before the Court,"then that
is a mattor for your ¢ nsideration.

I should sugpest you cloce your Court and considor what you arc
goin: to do in regard to this application.

THE PRuSIUENT: The Court is closod.
At 1250 hours the Cowrt is cl-‘rsoﬂg

At 1430 hours tho Court 1'001)&211:;-)

(The accuscd arc again brought beforo the Cowrt).

THE JUDGE #DVOCATE: Just before the adjourmment the Court listened %o a lepal
arguncnt addressed to them end they have now had an opportunity of
considoring it, an! they ask me to tell you what they fecl about it,

If therc arc any witnessos who save cvidence in this Court personnlly
anl they werg cross=oxamined in ropard o ef fidavits that they had made, and
those affidavits wore not put in evi‘onee, the Court will allow any Defending
Officcr to put in such an affidavit if he wishcs during tho course of his
Defence, for the purposcs of ostablishing tho mannor in which these effidavits
may have been taken.

On tho nther hand, tho Court foel that in the case of o witnoas
who zeve evidence in person and whoe Was not cross-cxamine? at all in regard
to an affidavit, that they should not now admit such an affidavit bocausc, in
their vigw, it would carry no woirht with them at 21l unless it was accompanied
by a cross=cxamination of the witness 8o that thoy could eppreciate oxactly
what hor ovidence would be in regar? to the taking of thatv affilavit,

T think that ought to make it guitc clear to tho Defondin: Of'f'icova,
and when they come to ask to put in a deposition thoy will no dowbt indicatc
why thoy wish to do so0.

Now, sir, I think the position was that Major Crant'icld desired to
tonder in evidence some offidavit,

MaJOR CRANFIELD: I thirk in viaw of tuat docision I will tonder tho affidaviia
not now but later on in tho Dofonce of my four accuscd, SO that 1 have all
A s OConet’s ralint.

The accused Lothe and tie accused Lobauer were both prisoners
at both Auschwitz and Belsen, enployed by the Germans in offices on
authority over other prisoners, Lothe was cmployed as a kapo in charge
of working parties and Lobauer wus employed as an arbictsdienst, which is
the person respbnsible for telli n; off the working parties at the beginning
of the day when the partics go off to their work, :

Now they will both tell you that they were appointc@ to thosc
positions and that they had no choice in the matter at all, They are
charged here on both charges with committing a war crime at both Auschvitz
and Be 1lsen, and I want to suggcut an analogy to their position,

The Court will rcacmber the occasion when 50 R, A.F, officers
were shot by the Cermens for broaking out of & prisoncr of war camp. That,
in my submission, was a war crime, In that camp therc was a scnior
British officer excrcising authority over the other British officers in
the camp, liaising with the Germaus on their behalf and obviously
facilitating the control of the other officcr prisoners of war for the
German authorities,

Now a war crime was cormnitted by the Germans at that camp.
This British officer was holding » position of authority over his fellow
prisoners umdcr the appointment »wde Ly the German authoritics, At
Auschwitz these two accuscd were appointed by the German authoritics into
positions of authority over their fellow prisoners, It is alleged that
a war crimc took placc at Auschwitz, Could it be held that the senior
British officer at this prisoner of war camp wes responsible for a war
erine of the Cerman authoritics in shooting 50 R.A. P, officcrs 7

Now the evidencc against the accused Lothc is contained in the

evidence of two witnesses who have been eslled Gryks and Rozemwayg, and
the affidavit of another younf wo wn, Watinik,

Tiic Court has hcard how the accusation against Lothe arosc at
Belsen in June of this ycar; how thesc three young women met Lothe in
the camp; how it carc ubout that o charge was put in, and I do not propose
to go into that any furthcr now, but that is the charge which Lothc has
to mect and the only onec,

In the incident alleged she is stated to have been out with the
accused GCresc and, at thu request of Lothe the accuscd Grese is said to
have set her dog on o prigoner, You have hcard the accused Gresc deny
the incident; you have heard other witncsses, both for the Defence and
the Prosecution, say that the accuscd Grese usver had o dog at Auschwitz,

Lothe vill go into the vitiess box and tell you the accusation
is untrue, She will tell you that she was never on an outside working
party with Grese,

Two of the Prosccution witnesses Litwinska and Lasker, have
spoken well of Lothe, I do not rok the Court to pay very much attention
to what the witnees Litwinske says becousc it is my case that her
evidence, together with the other Prosecution witnesses of hor type, is
unrelicble fr om begimning to end, and if it unrcliable sgainst the
accused, then it is unrclinble ror the accused,

I shell 2l1so put in documentary ovidence, an affidavit by o
woman called 3izlck, Therc again, I do not ask the Court to pay very
much attention to it. In my opinion it is no bettor, no worse, than
the rost of the affidavits, but I darc say it will cct as a counterweight

egainst the affidavit of Watinik,
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The other Prosccuti on witness who spoke well of Lothe was
Anite Lasker, and I do ask the Court to pay some attention to what she
said, In my viow she is & for more relieble witness than the rest of
the younz women who camc forwerd to testify for the Prosccution,

With regerd to Lobouer, I would only ask the Court to notice
that all the serious charges against Lobauer are documentary,  Evidence
given against her by the live witnesses who came here does not amount to
a very great deal, More of thum had nothine to say agoinst her than
the few who 4id put in an accusation, and you will see Lobauer in the
box, She will deel with the specific nllegations against hor, and in
perticular she will deal with the story of the women in the water, which
amounts to a charge of murder, nond she will tell you what she hes 1o say
about that,

I will now called the sccused Lothe,

THE ACCUSED ILSE LOTIE takos her stand ot the
place from which the other witncsses have given
their eviderce, and having been duly sworn is
cxamined by HAJOR CRANFIELD aa Tollows:
