Policy:

Tho principal objects to bo borne in nind in dealin: with North China
area, aro to aseist tho Chinese people in roalisin: a solf-;overnmont in
North China by thonsclves, and thus t~ let tho peonle enjoy their livos
and jobas poacofully; aleo to lot them adjust thoir relations with Japan
and Manchoulkun, and thus promote tho rmutual wolfarc of those throo nations.
In ordor to realize the above objects, we aro dotornined to five support
and suidance to the now political orzenization and thus expand and
strongthon ite functions.
