CONSIDERING that, in the circumstances, the reasons put forward in support of the

Request constitute good cause within the meaning of Rule 127 of the Rules,
PURSUANT to Rule 127 of the Rules,

GRANT the Request and ORDER that the Prosecution disclose the supporting material to
the Defence on the date agreed by the parties.
