Revigion of the Tern of Service.

Under the new Law the term of the eupplemertary reserve eervice for the
Army was lengthered irom 17 years and four mentha, whila that of the firet
reserve eervice for tre FNav¥ was prolonged from four years to five years and
that of the second reserve service from five years tc seven years.

Page 234: Revision of the Miliitary Service Law in 1941,

Another revised Military Service Law walch was passed by the Imverial Diet
at its 76th Session wac entoiced on April 1, 1941.

The main points of revigion gre (1) the enrolment of new conscripts in
overgeas districts into the garrigona noavsat to their residences, (2) the
abrogation of the second recerve gosvice evgion, and (3) the prolongation of
the days of call for the educstion of the wapplementary reservists.

(1) According to the provisisna of the exicting Military Service Law,
new conscripts =re envclled, az a »:le, into the armies ctationed in areas in
Japan proper wher2 they are regzlstered as Japanese subjests, ov, into the
garrisons in guch overscas iistiricts as Choeen, Taiwan, Kwaatunz or China for
convenience. There arices car2: whove the ambifious ysunz men who have gone
out to overseas territorics Lo trnon a future {or themselves have to return to
Japan proper for their examiraticn and enrollment and are cut short of their
amdition., The revieion is tnereivre made in tnis respsct tec cause youngs men
to be cnrolled in the armles or garriacna gltaticned in the regions other than
Japan proper without rczard Lo Lhoir cenvus registravion., The new rule shall
be applied first to theee young men who are to receive the conscrintion

examination in 1942.

(2) The old system divides those eligible for military service into three
categories, namely, the active, the lst resorve and the second reserve, 1In
view of the increased demanis made on armed services in wartime, the increase
of different kinds of works and the intricacy of crganization in the recent
defense services, the demarcation between the firat and second reserves has
become meaningless, the State regquiring all reserve soldiers to avpear for
active service at anv time and in the same spirit of loyalty. And the new
law provides that all those who have completed their active service shall bve
enlisted in the reserve list for the whole length of term formerly divided
into the two reserve services.
