owever, viewing from its historical develop the 
moveme t wes lieble to fell into open criticism o being 
bure~qo atio and self-righteous. It wee decided, there­
tdre,· th t its fundamental policy will be devid d upon 
unanimous by both the officiela end people o various 
fields and foit that ~A"rpo:se a committee on t e National 
Spiritual M ilizationsNas organized under t e direct super­
vision of th Cabinet. Henoe, it was the mocretization 
of this movem nt. 

. Members o the Committee included e people from· 
various fields oh as government offi els, political, 
academic end civ lien circles, end by iving speci~l at­
tention to the wo en•s standpoint, i was decided to in• 
elude wolilen &cong hem £•nd a minist of state was to be 
chosen tor its chri man. Therefor , it was thought appro­
priate to appoint on of the Mini era ~ither of Home 
~feirs or of F.clucati n and llr. . ~KI, then Minister of , 
F.cluoation and an exoeo ing iddO. t, was appointed for the 
post. The Intelligence Burec u of the Cabinet was to be in 
o)lerge of the general e eirs of this Committee, and 
naturally I was JDE'de its hi Seoretery. 1.lthough 1*embers 
ot various cocmittees hit o included officials end peoples 
of veriou~ fields, their l ders were . chosen chiefly from 
government offici~la. Th Committee, however, eppointed 
many o~vilians for its l de s in accordance with Mr. hRhKI's 
opinion, and it ahouln d that this has contributed 
muoh toward its democr 

Thia oo~ttee oft.en discussed the funda-
mental policy of the movement, e d policies were always based 
upon the resolution adopted by t e entire members of the 
committee. 

Fur~h~r, in arrying these pol cies into effect, its 
charge was trAns errtjd to the Centra League of the National 
Spirit.ual IJobil z~tion · :1ereby £1 ccele ting the realization 

.of such policie which .dre put into pr ctice th1'ough various 
civilian orgPnizatl,ons .• . Thus,\ it will be seen that the 
Committee functions as e wedge between th government offices 
and civilians, and further the importenoe s placed on the 
everyday lite of .the people. 

In my dealings with ?Jr • .lJUJa:, he was a n of sincerity 
itself, end one who never was unrersonable. Ev n after he 
became the CbE\irman, ho had r.lweys allowed l'll t e members 
to exheustivoly,. discuss problems end he was not l Pd to o 
decision easily, so muoh so that I even became 1m tient 
about his method. He never coerced his opinion upo enyone 
but pElid due ~eapoot . for opinions of the members ot q 
Committee. ttorecver, he took notice of the feet that the 
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the Committee was often inclined to subject its opinions 

' along_ the lines or current situations, that he even endeavo-
red to ay Pttention to the elevation of the culturc l level 
ot the p ople to the utmost and reflect it on the evcr}'dliy 
life and t quently edvoceted cheerful manners of JJrvir.g. 
However, whe there was an argument on decidi~~ly 7th, 
the day when tR China Incident broke out, w the Dey of 
Self-Examination or the people, e few m era of the Com­
mittee contended st ngly for it but e Cheirman was of 
the opinion thet it w ld stress ely the interest of the 
situPtion as such and tti t it ld not quite agree with 
the purpose of fundamental ealthful de\relopment of 
netionel spirit. He tho rather of deciding the first 
day of every month wi due res ct to the traditional 
Japanese custom ~s day of self- minFtion and practice 
and designe ting. rs the Service Dn As the members of 
the Committee reed to it and by so de ding, it was evol­
ded in allo ng themselves to take edventa of the current 
situatio ~ 

e Chairman priid exceedingly 
ning such point. 

?.finister of Mucation ARAKI resigned several mont 
after that and thus the discussion on this subject was n 
completed while he was its Chairman.

the Cabinet Meetings. 

I was the Chief of General ~fairs of the Cabinet Secre­
tariat at the INUKJ.I and SA.ITO Cabinets, to both of which 
Mr. lJUJa was War Minister, and so I was responsible for 
keeping in record the documents discussed e t the Cabinet 
Meetings and subsequently passed to the Secretariet for safe 
keeping. The decision a t the Cabinet Meetings was not 
necesserily done on documents, a considerable pert of it 
was done verbally. Horeover, quite a number of documents 
on which decision had been me de at the meeting was not 
given to tho SecretAriPt for safe keeping. It wes not a 
customary prectice to make r ecord of the Cebinet lfeetings.
