Having first duly sworn an oath as on the attached sheet,
in accordance with the procedure prevailing in my country, I
hereby depose as follows:

I, Takakura Tadashi, was born in February 1903, and reside
now in Tokyo, Bunkyd-ku, Otsukanana-lMachi No. 57. I was ap-
pointed chief of the Agriculture Section of the Agriculture
Ministry of Manchoukuo in October 1941. I was transferred to
the post of chief of the Planning Section of the General Affairs
Board in July 194:3. In May 1945, upon a change in the official
system, my post was changed to Vice-Chief of the Planning
Bureau of the General Affairs Board, which I retained until
the Japanese surrender.

(1) During my tenure of office as Chief of the Agriculture
Section of the Agriculture Ministry, I participated in the
drawing up of the 2d 5-year plan of industrial construction.
The basic ideas of this 2d S5~year plan were almost the same as
that of the lst 5-year plan, thz stabilization of the national
welfare and the completion of the defence-powsr. And from the
viewpoint of the actual result of the lst S5-year plan, the
securlty and the stabilization of the national welfare of
Manchoukuo especially were taken up as the most important among
the 1deas, and the promotion and the development of light ine
dustries which had as their purpose the supply of material for
daily use of the people and the improvement of agricultural
production were assigned in the plan equal importance with
the parts relative to heavy industry and transportation and
cemmunication.

However, at the time when this plan was established,
unoxpactedly the Faciflec War occurred, and it became impossible
to execute the plan as it was, And since supplies of materials
from Japan became gradually more difficult, while Japan's
demands for 1mports of agricultural products, steel, aluminum
ind coal had inereased accompanying the progress of the war,
the necessary reinforcemsnt of production was made by making
up plans for increase of production in each year according to
the change of the situation as mentioned abova, However,
practically it was difficult to fulfill Japan's requirements
to some extent, and at the same time to reinforce the power of
national defence of lanchoukus and to inerease the production
of material for national welfare. . Thus, in the end, we took
measures to keep and stabilize the national welfare and to
accept the requests of Japan by risking sven the decrsase of
the power of national defsnce, which also the staff officers
of the Kwantung Army who had responsibility fer co-defence of
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Manchoukuo well underctood. \ rengon for taking such measures
was also our faith in the sxistence and effect of the husso=
Japanese Neutrallty Pact.

The above matters are instanc2d by the following con=
ecrote facts. First, the production of arms in Manchoukuo was
the construction of training planes for Japan's needs, and
production of guns and bullcts mainly for the use of the
ilanchoukuoan forces. As for plance in 194}, the actual result
of the construction of trainlng planes was 78l;, and the total
amount of pun preduction was around 25,000,000 Yen, which
fipures show that tho production of arms was quite small.
Second, the actual results of the production and distribution
of steel, iron, aluminum and coal were that internal consumption
jccountod for the much greater part, and that the acqulsitions
of the Kwantung Army, except of aluminum, were of very small
proportions.

(2) The Kwantung Army never i1ssusd any order at all with
respect to the policles of the Manchoukuoan Govarnment. There
was the custom of lilaison and preliminary conference betwesn
the Kwantung Army and the Manchoukuoan Government, ragarding
important policles which had connection with the national
defence or policies walch required conference with the
Japansse Government.

From the viewpoint of defence, the Kwantung Army made
in written form prcpesals of some ibstract matters to the
‘ianchoukuoan Government; such cases, howsver, were very rare.
While the government took up and pub into practice the matters
proposed when they were propar and there were no difficulties
accompanying their reallzation.

(3) ‘I was often told by Mr. Takebe, Chief of General
Affalrs, that Commander=-in-Chief of the Kwantung Army Umezu
was quite careful toward the U 8 S R relations and wished that
the government staff membars would avoid so far as posslble
any action which might irritate the U S 8 R. In such circum-
stances, after his taking office in Heinking the border
betwsen Manchoukuo and the U S8 S R was quite c¢alm and trouble
there graatly dacreascd.
