It is neceesury for lLim to study the matter carcfully, for the
reduction of CA'TOH will have & great influence on international
relations., That is, not & fow points must be studied first,--

‘thet questions and unswers have be-u exchanged between the JAPAVESE
Forcizn !inister and Ambussudors of various Powers since the outbreak
! of the CHLINA Affeir; whethcr the currying out of the rcduction of
CANTON is advisable or not, viewed from the prescnt international
relations; supposing the reduction of CANTOM is to be carried out,
whether it is advisable to carry it cut aufter the fall of HANKOW,
taking the dsovelopment of affairs thercafter into full consideration;
whether it is advisables to carry it out before the fall of HANNON;
and 8o on, “hut is more irmortant is the question of the future
dovelopment of the CHIVA Affuir, "hat is the opinicn of the Army
about 1it?

Lfter such questions and answers, it wus agreed at last that
the various points us enumcrated by tho 'linister (T.N. presumably
Foreign Minister) should be studicd further, and the conversation
was ended for the day.
