T3j3 Cabinet in October 1941 there was fregusnt contact between
him and me dirsctly and indirsctly not only whils he was Forelgn
Minister but evon after he resigned from the ministership. In
April 1945, when ir, T35 was entsring the Suzuki Cabinet, he
called on me to explain his position and requested my opinion.

2, At the time of the London Naval Disarmament Conferonce
of 193)4-1935 I was Promier and Mr. T3g53 was Director of the
Europsan~Asiatic DBurzau of the Foreign Ministry. I learned at
that time from the offlcsers concerned that iir, T3gd was opposed
to the position of the Navy and carried on heatsd arguments with
tha Navy over such probleoms as the common uppar limit, tho abro-
zation of the Washington Troaty, and tha sxchange of information
on naval ship-building.

5« Toward tho ond of Octobor 19&1, Foreign Minister T3gd
urzed that, as the oplnlon of the Navy was unylelding and it was
likely that -a Japanesc-Amorican war would ensue if things wero
left alona, I as a veteran of the Navy should contribute my
efforts promptly to modorate the opinion of the Navy. Thereupon,
I immodiately re~ucstzd Admirals Kobayashi S5¢1z6 and Toyoda
Teijiro to come to my house, and conforrd with them. I do not
remember the result.

i« I have long recognized the importance of diplomatic
affalrs, and 1t has bosn my ballef that the cholce of Foreign
Ministar was the most lmportant next to that of Premicr. LEs-
peclally after the conclusion of the Tripartlite Alliance in
Soptomber 1910, it was my sincere desirc to have a Foreipgn Mini-
gstor who was a lover of peace and would be carnest in negotiations
with the United States, in ordeor that we might go throush that
eritical period without becoming ontangled in the war. Aftoer de-
liberation I cam: to tha conclusion that Mr, T3g3 waa the best,
and I talked about it to my frisnds and acquaintances. Especlally
in October 19h1, Immediatoly before the establishment of the

ln Cormany; and that after he had returnsd from the Soviet

nion he had been keenly interested in the success of the
Japanese-American negotlations. "hen the T3j5 Cabinet was or-
ranized, Iir., TB28 Ilnsisted thet he could not accept the post of
"oralpgn Minilster unlsss the new Cablnet would strive for the
guccese of tha Japanesc-American negotlations. He resigned from
the post on account of his oppositlion to the establishment of
the Greater kast Asia linistry. Thereafter it was his sincere
desire that the war should be termlnated as soon as possible, and
when the Suzukl Cabinet was formed, he contended strongly for the
prompt ending of the war and entered the cabinet on that condlitlon.
