I roturnod to Fenking, Chine, in Janusry 1936, ~nd wae
engrzed ir the practice of medlcine, epocinlizing in surr~eory, from that time
until Lusuat, 1640, During the £~11 of 1937 ~nd the wintor of 1937-1938, I
van = merber of tho staff{ of the Univeraity Hompitnl in Nanking.

A the Jrpanase ~riics ppurorched the city of N-nking after the fall of
Shanghai in N¥evember, 1247, the Chinese doctors and nurses on tho staff of the
hospitel becemo nppronoasive and despitn our ssevssnces thnt they hrd nothing
to ferr from the Jepencsoe srmy, thoy lofy the hoospitel ornd went with others up
the YTengtze Eiver to “esi Chine.

On the day bofore the city of Harkinz fell, the number of patients in
the hospitnl hnd been reduced to fiftr. Soon ~fter the Jrpanese army ontered
the city on Decomber 13, 1607, the nundr of 2irilisns brouzht into the
hoepitrl for trominment rrpidly incranscd, Within tho next fow drys the
hospitrl wene crowded fic full copmcity, nnd its fecilitles texod to the limit.

She had et~d
wounds on har body, incluéing A dacp wound in the lowrr snbdomen which I
eecertoined she raceived vhon she rosistod ropo at the hande of ~ Japancse
soldier. The wounds coused rn rbortion.

Another woman wae brouzht with n cut on the eide of her neck, severing
the brechirl plexus, which she revorted she had roceived when she resisted
repe ~t the lende of » Japrneee soliier, The wound cruscd permenent ond
complete prralysis of the loft rrm

i 8mell boy was brought in wibth ¢ brycaet wound in his rbdomen which hed
penotrrted his stornch., Tha boy died two drys locer.

£ student from » refugae crmp, with » hullei wound through his obdomen,
survived cleven perforaiions of his intestincs.

A womrn wes brought in with a severe srsh reross the beck of her neck
severing =11 of the muscles dovn to tho vertidrr. ~nd lenving her head ore-
c~riously balrnecd on her boly. My investizntion disclosed that the wourds
verc received at the hends of n Japenose of’icer »fter she hed beon renortedly
rttrcked. ;

4 shopkoeper wes brouzit in with the left eide of his skull cut avny
with ~ sherp inatrument, lervins the brein oxposed. The wourd wes received
at the hrnds of » Jrpancee co!dier vhon the shopkaspor declined the soldier's
request to furnisi women to him,

Reverend John G. lMerree btrousht in » ~irl of fifteen. The phrsiecal
evidence on her body confirmmed Her sistorent thet she had been recently roped.
Six weols later she develcned a rash of frecondrry syphilis.
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
