l., The cleaning up of all Ariericean and British nmilitary
power in China.

2., Hostile foreiin settlerents (including the lercation
arcn in Pekinr) and hostile inportant interests (naritire
custons, nines, cte.) in China are to be brought under our
control.

(Note: The International Settlernent and the
Legation arcea in Pekine shall be cleared of
hostile forces ~nd brousht under our control,
but no forn of confiscotion will be token
because of the involverent of the interests
of fricndly nations).

3. In order to avoid exvosure ¢f our intentions, the
enforcerient of sbove itens shall be done after the opcning
of hostilities against the U.S... and Great Britain,

4. The exercise of the rights to ware woar against
Chunking shall be withheld fron taking the forn of 2 fornal
declaration but the ovening of hostilities against U.S.A. ond
Grent Britain shall be token as having virtually the sane
cffect.

5« Of 211 hostile interests in China, those related to
national governrient shall be plnced under our control for the
tine bein;:, and their adjustrients will be specially providecd.
