tioned; we also had to collect information and do all
the wor'c the Keibitai ordered us to dv. At MUTASSIR
arongst other people YCSHIZUII saw uc off. This
YOSHIZUIT had been with us as C.Cs from the time we
left Japen. He belonged to the Infarmation Service
(Joho) and elso was a Fenior Civil Sservans. On July
13th 1943 I arrived at JONTIAIAZ and reported to
Capt, UWISUZI ZIiDTI, head cof the Keidbitai, InBMTIANAK
I beceame head of the local branch of the Hana Kikan
which I esteblished there, The Huna Kilkan was an in-
formation service of the Navy.
