armed bandits, It is a thousand piti'e4 to see China as she is with
8o much difficulty to face, despite the sincore desire of Japan, her
friandly neighbor of a close racial and cultural affinity, for Qina's
healthy developent. Hor unbearable arrogence toward Japan and
hor violation of trecties have at last reached the limit where Japan's
hard and painful endurance of the past twenty years can no longer be
maintained,

Now it is a matter for mutual congratulation that peace hes cae
back to Manchuria amd the unfortunate affair at Shanghai has been
pacifieds I further hope that the dispute will be settled as soon
as possible by China's showing sincerity of intention,

Japen who regards the ostablishrent of peace in the Orient as
her mission and responsibility is firmly detomined to reinstate
poace while. the cntire Japonese nation and state unite in pmyer
for the goda' holp thereon.

Tho Japenose nation oen nover suffor Manchuria, that holds the
nost intinmate relat ions with Japan, to be disturbed again, consew
quontly the nation has a rosolute will to maintain peace thoves
I hope you will undorstand these circumstancoss In conclusion, I
hope, you vigitors to Japan on a poaceful nission will thoroughly
inspeet and invostigate into the circumstancos provailing in the
Far Bast, Jopan's position therein and especinlly the actual condie
tions at work in China, and will contribute not only to the peace of the
Oriont in future but also to tho peace of the world.
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
