Wi th the return t ,., t hti r,apitol, the National Goverru:ent aims to 
advance · brave ly t O\mJ'ds t,hc~ i tloa ls of ur.it'icdtion of the entire c ountry, 
r ealization of peace end practic'' -:;!' ~ o:istnutional JOVe rmnent, and the 
entire ntition ra~ux·d :i.t as the or, l y l edal ce'ltr a l ~overn;nent. Ther.e• 
tore, if' the CtrJNGKING Govorru.1ant should 'l.ssae J.aws and ordinances 
thr~hO\lt the ocuntry or conclude treaties with f orei5n countries, 
naturally t hey shall a ll be i nvalid. It is desired that the CHUNGKING 
Government would break the deadl~ck, i 1Xl3diately strive t o save the 
situation, aod c o- operute t o ovorcor:e difficulties.
