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PRE-TRIAL CHAM BER I (the ‘Chamber’) of the International Criminal Court issues this

decision terminating the proceedings against Mr Ismail Haniyeh.

1. On 20 May 2024, the Prosecution filed the ‘Prosecution’s application under article 58 for

a warrant of arrest against Mr Ismail Haniyeh’ (the ‘Application’).1

2. On 2 August 2024, the Prosecution withdrew the Application because of the changed

circumstances caused by Mr Haniyeh’s death.2

3. The Chamber takes notes of the Prosecution’s withdrawal of the Application. At this stage

of the proceedings, where the Chamber is seised of an application for a warrant of arrest

pursuant to article 58 of the Rome Statute and has not made a determination on the matter,

the withdrawal of the Application falls within prosecutorial discretion, and therefore does

not require further assessment by the Chamber. 

4. In light of the foregoing, the Chamber is no longer seised of the Application and as a

result it terminates the proceedings against Mr Ismail Haniyeh. 

FOR THESE REASONS, THE CHAM BER HEREBY

NOTES the Prosecution’s withdrawal of the Application; and

TERM INATES the proceedings against Mr Ismail Haniyeh.
