1, THAT I wos recently a member of the \ustralian 'ilitary
Yorces, n’ that my “rmy Number was 11747187, and that my
rank wns Pr.vata,

2, THAT on the firat day of Yebruary 1042 I wns taken
prisonzr of war by the Jaranese nt Ambon,

3. TUAT at all times duvring which the occurrences to which
this Affidavit refars took place, I remained a prisoher of
wor in the custody of the Jananece,

' 4, TIAT on or ~bouvt the fourth day of Voverbar 1042 I
arrived undar Jansanese guard at the island of Hai-Nan with
a party of Auv<tralian and Muteh nrisoners totalling about
500 in numbar.;

5, THAT ot the time of the occurrances %o which this
afficavit refars, the senior Australian officer in charge
of the compouné on the said islanéd in which I was imprison-
ad was Lisutenant-Colona1l Scott, of the 2/21 Australian
Infantry Rattalion: ond the Jananese of ficer in charge

of the comnovnd was onc Lievtznant Tutki, a marine officer.

6. THAT the =aid Lievtenant Tutki wvias about 5 feet 3
inches in heizht, and of stocky build, anc during the year
1043 was abort 30 yaars of age as far as I could judge. He
was a very good-looking man, an¢ hac no fingers missing and
no visible scars.

{7, THAT outside the comnound in which T was confined, but
in the samz area, there were billeted undar Japanese guard
a number of Chinese coolies lahour gangs.

8. THAT the events to whici T am =bhovt to refer took
nlace on the ss2id island of Hai-l'an some time cduring the
year 1943, I took little count of time, but I wouvld
sstimate That they nrobably took place duvring the month
of Vay in that ye~r., In any case I can ~ay for certain
that they tonk »lace before the autumn rains.

i Q, THAT at that time the comnound in which I was confined
{ was gvardsd by about 12 guards.

10, ZTEAT 1late one afternoon these gunrds were reinforced
by 2 numbzr of extra cuvards.

11. TLAT subsequently during the same afternoon and be-
fore sunset T saw aporoximately ten motor-trvcks come into
the ecompound. These trucks contained a total number of
about 120 Chinese coolies, who were guarded by Japanese
civilians. Yhen the trueks arrived in the compound the
civilian cuards left and were replaced by a military

cuard consisting of the reinforcerent gquards referred to
in paragraph 10 herzof together with 6 or 7 of the regular
-vards of the compound. The trucks remained in the com-
nound until after sunset.

12, THAT while the trucks were in tha comnound =2s afore-
snid T saw a narty of approximately 2C Chinese laborers
taken vast the commound. They were carrying shovels. I
saw them 30 up to the top of a bars sandhill between half

/a mile
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a mile and thres-cuarters of a mils away. There they re-
mained ané apnearsd to be workinz, They wers too far away
for me to sez actunlly what they were doing,

13. THAT on that day at abovt 7:3C p,m, or 7:45 p.m, (as
nearly as I can estimate) 1 saw the trucks leave the com-
youne . It was just dark enovgh for them to have their
headlights 1it, They still carried all the Chinese they
had brovght to the comnound, and therz also travalled on
ther the same gvards who hadé tna%on ovar from the civilian
sunrds when thé trucks ariived in the comnound, I saw the
said Lievtanant Tvtki zo with the pvards and he ~noearad
to be in chargze of them andé of tho movements of the trucks.,
I followad the lights of the trucks vntil they all stopped
at abovt the top of the said bare hill, After they had
stopnad the lights ware all turned of:., After some delay
I s.w the working party of about 20 Chinese who ha¢ pre-
viovsly czonz up the hill march nast the comoound on their
retorn,

14, TIAT at or 2bovt the tire the saié working party re-
ternad T hearé from the direction of the hill a certain
~mornt of savzaling., T cannot be cartain whother or not
thase squeals camz from the Chinsse or the Japanase. The
Jannnose ofton squaaled whoen at their work.

15. THAT after the trucks had gone uo towards the hill

a frizndly Formosan guaid known as ngmiler" told me and
comz othars that the Chincse who had bean taken up in the
trucks were zoing to bz bayonated. Fe sni¢ that they were
being execvted for running done in their cemps 'L Pt

and that the Jananese haé been unable to find the actual
culnrits and had thercfore vicked people at random out of
the huts in which the Chinesc lived and were taking them
for execution,

16, TUAT about two hours after they had¢ laft th: com-
nouné T saw the trucks come back empty, cxcent for the
zuards and Lisutenant Tutki., The additional zuards who
had come in the aftarnoon éié not then stay at the com-
nound, hut the ~vards who had been stationed in the com=-
nound retuvrnaed to their quarters whe-e they immediately
bezan drinking. They beeame very drunk and noisy, but I
covld not maka out what they wore saying.

17. THAT ths next ¢ay another emall Chines2 working party
went past the compouné, vp to the hill, and they appearad
to do some work, Thay earried shovals,

18, TFAT on ths day after the trueks visited the compound
the said "Smiler" told me and others that the Chinese who
had bezn taken on the trucks ha¢ been lined vn in front

of the rass mraves and there bayonetaed, mostly in the
heart.

19. THAT on the cay aftar tha trveks visited the compound
the six or saven of the compound guards who hac¢ gon2 up to
the hill with the trveks werz making A jokc of the cvents
of the previovs avening to me and to othars. Their con-
varsation was generally to the offect that they would
sventually be bayoneting ns, nputting us into a big hole

ond §illing it in, just s (they said) "W ¢id to the
Chinese yesterday“;j

/20. THAT
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20, THAT among the gunrds who had becn to the hill in
the truc'ss and was joking in tiis way in my presence was
a Formosan known as Senassn, He was about 5 fect 4
inches in height, and very lightly-built. He looked
abovt 1° yaars of aga, but claimed to be 22, He had no
visibla scars or distingvishing marks, Has haé a2 whitish
comnlaxion, with black hair, Iliis features ware sharper
in the fae2 than those of most Jormosans, Japanese, Or
Chincse. :

21, THAT I h~ve forgotten the names of tha other guards
who wara joking ~s describod in paragraph 19 hereof.

22, THAT T never heard Lievtenant Tutki make any state-
ment about, or commant on, tha ovents hercinbafore set out,

23, THAT abovt 2 month aftoer the events hereinbefore set
ouvt. in difforent working partics, I passed over the too
of khe snid bare hill., T could ses that there had been
an axeavation thers, which had bean filled in. There was
a bad smell thare, 23 of dacomroeing bodics.J
